PINE BLUFF

Danzig - Rowdy Angel, by Halo

With 26 stakes winners, 13 of them graded, classic winner Pine Bluff is an
outstanding value for money sire.

As a son of Danzig, Pine Bluff could have been expected to do well with mares from
various branches of the Raise a Native sire line. He has four stakes winners from the
Mr. Prospector branch, including grade two winner Middlesex Drive, out of a mare by
Mining, and he also has stakes winners out of mares by Fappiano, Forty Niner and
Distinctive Pro. Mr. Prospector is bred on similar lines to Alydar, and Pine Bluff also
has two stakes winners out of Alydar line mares. From a mare by Alydar's close relative,
Raise a Cup, Pine Bluff has sired the grade one winning I Ain't Bluffing. Another
Raise a Native horse, and bred on the same cross as Mr. Prospector and Raise a Cup,
is Marshua's Dancer. Out of a Marshua's Dancer mare, Pine Bluff has sired grade two
winner Follow the Money, and out of a mare by Marshua's Dancer's son, Shimatoree,
he has the multiple graded stakes winning speedster Bear Fan. Pine Bluff also has
stakes winners descending from Raise a Native out of mares by Affirmed (by
Exclusive Native) and Majestic Light (by Majestic Prince).

Pine Bluff appears to have an affinity for mares descending from Blushing Groom Nearctic
through Mt. Livermore. Out of a mare by that horse, he has sired 2005 grade two Northern Dancer
winner, Super Frolic, and out of a mare by Mt. Livermore's son, Housebuster, he has . Natalma
graded stakes winner Bossanova. Blushing Groom is a Nasrullah line stallion, and Danzig Admiral’s Vovage
Pine Bluff has met with considerable success with other branches of the Nasrullah Pas de Nom yag
line. His multiple graded stakes winner, Megans Bluff, is out of a mare by Cozzene *Petitioner
(by Caro), who descends from this line. From the Bold Ruler branch of this line, Pine PINE BLUFF
Bluff has stakes winners via Irish Tower and Seattle Slew. 1989 bay Hail to Reason
Royal Charger is a three-parts brother to Nasrullah, and Danzig and his sons have Halo C

often done well with mares descending from the Turn-to branch of the Royal Charger Rowdy Angel
line. Pine Bluff is no exception and has sired the top class Lil's Lad out of a mare Rambunctious
by Vanlandingham (a son of Cox's Ridge); multiple graded stakes winner Puzzlement Ramhyde
out of a mare by Sir Ivor (a son of Sir Gaylord), and stakes winner Opine out of a mare Castle Hyde
by Lord Avie (a grandson of Sir Gaylord).
We can also note Pine Bluff siring a graded stakes winner out of a mare from the ’
Nijinsky II branch of his own Northern Dancer sire line; a stakes winner out of a mare L N E S E N D
by Java Gold (from the Graustark branch of the Ribot line), and stakes winners out of BOX 626, VERSAILLES, KY 40383
mares by Sham and Little Current.
