Giant’s Causeway - Onaga, by Mr. Prospector

A dominating miler with a devastating turn of foot, Aragorn is by Giant's Causeway
- Storm Cat's most outstanding son, and now a successful sire of sires - from a
classic producing family.

By Giant's Causeway, Aragorn is out of a mare by Mr. Prospector. We can note that
there are already no less than 17 individual sires which are out of Mr. Prospector
mares, and which have sired stakes winners with Mr. Prospector inbreeding, six
getting group or grade one winners. As Giant’s Causeway himself has already sired
27 stakes winners out of Mr. Prospector line mares, breeding Aragorn back to mares
from this sire line looks well worthwhile. We can note that Giant's Causeway already
has stakes winners out of mares by Seeking the Gold, Miswaki, Kingmambo, Forty
Niner, Gone West and his son Zafonic, Fappiano (and his son Defensive Play, and
grandsons Unbridled’s Song and Ride the Rails), Machiavellian, Crafty Prospector,
Lycius, Jade Hunter, Thunder Gulch (by Gulch) and Hansel (by Woodman).

In addition to Mr. Prospector, Storm Cat and his sons have enjoyed considerable
success with mares from other branches of the Raise a Native line, particularly
Alydar and Exclusive Native (who should be particularly good through Affirmed).
Giant’s Causeway also has stakes winners out of mares descending from Raise
a Native through Majestic Light and Banner Sport. We can also note that
with limited opportunities, there have already been four black-type winners,
two group/graded by Storm Cat and his sons out of mares descending from

Raise a Native’s sire, Native Dancer via Sharpen Up (best represented in the Storm Bird
