MINGUN
A.P. Indy – Miesque, by Nureyev

Group winner Mingun has an incomparable pedigree. By Horse of the Year and
superlative sire A.P. Indy, he is out of the great multiple champion Miesque and is
half-brother to classic winner Kingmambo, one of the world's leading sires.
Mingun is free of Mr. Prospector, and there are already more than 85 stakes winners
by A.P. Indy and his sons out of Mr. Prospector line mares. The successful sources
of Mr. Prospector here include Fappiano (including through his sons Unbridled,
Quiet American, Rubiano, Pentelicus and Roy), Seeking the Gold, Forty Niner,
Kingmambo, Machiavellian, Afleet, Allen’s Prospect, Carson City, Silver Ghost,
Two Punch, Woodman and Distinctive Pro. A.P. Indy has also sired four stakes
winners, two of them grade one, out of mares by Alydar.
Mingun is an example of the successful cross of A.P. Indy over Northern Dancer line
mares, and like many stallions with Northern Dancer line dams – including his
half-brother Kingmambo – should do well when bred back to Northern Dancer line
mares. The A.P. Indy/Northern Dancer cross has produced over 100 stakes winners,
including Rags to Riches, Stevie Wonderboy, Sky Mesa and Music Note. Branches of
the Northern Dancer line which have worked well with A.P. Indy include Nijinsky
II, Danzig, Deputy Minister (and his sons Silver Deputy and Dehere), Lyphard,
Dixieland Band, Nureyev (who would give positive pattern of inbreeding to the
broodmare sire of a sire), El Gran Senor and Storm Bird and his son Storm Cat.
Mingun's half-brother Kingmambo, has four classic winners or Champions out of
mares by Northern Dancer's son Sadler's Wells (three-parts brother to their
broodmare sire Nureyev), and A.P. Indy has a grade one winner out of mare by that
horse. Sadler's Wells can be found in the U.S. through El Prado. A.P. Indy has also
sired a graded stakes winner out of a mare by Clever Trick, who is by Northern
Dancer's fellow Nearctic son, Icecapade.
A.P. Indy has sired graded stakes winners out of mares by Pleasant Colony and
his son Pleasant Tap. Pleasant Colony is by the Ribot stallion His Majesty, and
Mingun's half-brother Kingmambo also has two graded stakes winners out of His
Majesty mares. A.P. Indy has also sired a grade one winner out of a mare by Ribot's
grandson, Hoist the Flag (by Tom Rolfe), and Kingmambo has a grade one winner
out of a mare by Hoist the Flag's son, Alleged.
Mingun is half-brother to a champion and dual classic winner sired by Private
Account, and Kingmambo has sired a classic winner out of a mare by that horse.
A.P. Indy has a grade one winner out of a mare from the Turn-to line, by Cox's
Ridge, and a grade one winner from the Hail to Reason branch of that line, out of
a mare by Cure the Blues (by Stop the Music). A.P. Indy line stallions are also
beginning to work well over Hail to Reason through Roberto.
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
